India Approves Additional 251 MW Power Exports from Nepal
 India approved an additional 251 MW of power exports from 12

hydro power projects in Nepal. Nepal will export power to Bihar
under a medium-term power sales agreement for the first time.

 Total approved power export from Nepal to India increased from
690 MW (16 projects) to 941 MW (28 projects).

 Nepal became a net exporter of electricity, generating NPR
16.93 billion in revenue in the last fiscal year.

 India's initial approval in October 2021 was for 39 MW, which
has increased over 24 times in less than three years.

 A long-term agreement aims to sell up to 10,000 MW of power
from Nepal to India over the next 10 years.

 The Indian Institute of Science (IISc),

Bangalore has been listed in the 401-500 rank
globally while it topped in the list of Indian
universities, according to the Shanghai
Academic Ranking of World Universities

been ranked the second best institution and the
first among private institutions in the country.

 The ranking considers both quality and quantity of research outcomes.
 It has published a list of top 1,000 universities in the world this year. Fifteen universities

from India are on the list.

Karnataka Leads Nation with 5,765 Public EV Charging Stations
 With 5,765 charging stations, Karnataka has the highest number of public electric vehicle

(EV) charging stations in the country, according to the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE).
 Around 85% of these stations (4,462) are in Bengaluru Urban district.
 The data from BEE shows that Karnataka stands ahead of Maharashtra (3,728 stations),

Uttar Pradesh (1,989 stations) and Delhi (1,941 stations) in the list.
 Karnataka was the first State in India to introduce an EV policy in 2017.
 The government also has plans to invest ₹35 crore to set up 100 EV charging stations in

collaboration with electricity supply companies (escoms).
