 NDDB has drawn up an action plan to establish about 56,000 new multipurpose dairy

cooperative societies (DCSs) over the next five years.
 The bulk of the funding for White Revolution 2.0 will come through the National

 NPDD is a new central sector scheme under the Department of Animal Husbandry and

Dairying.
 Under the scheme, financial assistance will be provided to set up village - level milk

procurement systems, chilling facilities, training and capacity-building.

 Recently, the Union Cabinet had approved continuation of the

Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Integrated Development of
Wildlife Habitats for the 15th Finance Commission cycle for an
overall outlay of Rs. 2602.98 crores.

 The scheme includes the critical Project Tiger sub component
along with Project Elephant and Development of Wildlife Habitat.

 A total of 55 tiger reserves, 33 elephant reserves and 718
protected areas and their zones will benefit from the scheme.

Jasprit Bumrah Joins Elite Club With 400 International Wickets
 Jasprit Bumrah claimed the 400th wicket in his international

career, comprising Test, ODI and T20I cricket.
 He equalled the number of wickets claimed by former England

bowler Andrew Flintoff. While Flintoff achieved the feat in
227 matches, Bumrah did it in 196.

 Shane Warne is the only other bowler who has taken more
than 1,000 wickets in international cricket (1,001 wickets in
339 matches).

 For India, it’s Anil Kumble who has the most number of
wickets in international cricket. The former leg-spinner
dismissed 956 times in 403 matches.
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
